He
also volunteers as an IHSAA Rules
Interpreter, helping his fellow officials
and soccer coaches understand the
various rules of the game, and as an
IHSAA Clinician, providing training and
lessons to officials in his community.

On the side, King works as an
assigner for several middle schools
and soccer clubs in his area,
connecting the schools/clubs with
officials to work their soccer matches.
