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State Finals Preview: Avon’s Jones, Zionsville’s DeCoursey Return

Plenty of new faces are expected to stand at the top of the awards podium this weekend during the 78" Annual IHSAA Boys
Swimming & Diving State Finals at the Indiana University Natatorium in Indianapolis.

This year’s field includes only two individuals who were crowned state champion in last year’s festivities.

Parks Jones, last year’s 200 free champion, is one of those
individuals. The Avon senior had the state’s second-best time in the
event last weekend with a 1:40.38, which was two-hundredths of a
second behind top seed Glen Brown, a junior from Fishers. Jones
will also compete in the 500 freestyle where he starts with the
eighth-best time at 4:35.67.

The other returning state champion is Zionsville senior Kyle
DeCoursey who captured his first 50 freestyle crown in 2014. He
clocked a 20.32 last Saturday, the state’s top time, which was faster
than last year’s championship-winning time of 20.59. DeCoursey is
also the top seed in the other sprint race, the 100 freestyle at 45.44.

Joining DeCoursey as a top seed in two events is Bloomington South
senior lan Finnerty, the fastest in both the 200 individual medley
(1:48.04) and 100 breaststroke (55.07).

The final state coaches poll has No. 1 Avon, last year’s state runner-
up, followed by Carmel, Zionsville, Penn, Hamilton Southeastern and
Northridge as its top six teams, respectively, and appear to be the
prime contenders this weekend. Chesterton, ranked No. 9, is the
two-time defending state champion and winner of four of the last
seven titles.

heats, the most of any team, followed by Avon, Carroll (Fort
Wayne), Homestead and Northridge with 13 each.

Preliminary swimming heats get underway Friday night at 6 pm ET /
5 pm CT. The top 16 in each event will return for competition on
Saturday with the top eight individuals vying for state championship
honors. Those finishing ninth through 16th on Friday will make up
the competitors in the consolation heats. All diving will take place
on Saturday beginning at 9 am ET / 8 am CT with the top 20 of 32 competitors advancing from the prelims to the semis after five
dives each. After three dives each in the semis, the top 16 will advance to the final round for another three dives each. All
championship and consolation finals, including diving, will commence at 1 pm ET / 12 pm CT on Saturday.

The IHSAA is a voluntary, not-for-profit organization that is self-supporting without the use of tax monies. Since its founding in 1903,
the Association’s mission has been to provide wholesome, educational athletics for the secondary schools of Indiana.
